Live in herds, usually made up of small bands of up to 10 
members. 
Females are seasonal breeders, giving birth to one foal after 
11 months. Foals can follow their mom 15-25 minutes after it 
is born.    

Distinguishing 
Features:  

Coloration depends on the breed but most colorations con-
sist of gray, brown, black, and white.  
They are large hoofed mammals. 
Over  180 different breeds of horses exist today.
